Prizren Mayor, Eqrem Kryeziu, and CHwB Stockholm
Secretary General, Per Arne Ströberg, on Wednesday,
3rd of May 2006, signed the MoU for implementation of
the Programme for Rehabilitation of the Historical Zone
of Prizren. In the presence of officials from the Ministry of
Culture, Prizren Municipality and Cultural Heritage with-
out Borders, the Parties agreed to work together to reach
an improved sustainable rehabilitation of Prizren histori-
cal zone by creating cooperation structure, which
includes both central and local levels, before the end
2007. The signing of this MoU is considered to be the first
step towards implementation of the Programme for
Rehabilitation of the Historical Zone of Prizren.

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German and Kosovar archeology experts survey

Dr. Birte Brugmann, a German archeologist, in coopera-
tion with Kosovo Museum and Kosovo Institute for
Archeology has finished the surveying of the Historical
zone of Prizren. They have been working for two weeks
on site. It is the first time where Kosovar experts have
participated in an expedition inside an inhabited city.  The
preliminary report has been sent to CHwB. The further
steps will be proposed in the final report which will be
prepared in first half of July.

CHwB hands over the database to the IPMK

22 May 2006
As a contribution to the process of recognition (invento-
ry) of the cultural heritage in Kosova, carried out by the
Ministry of Culture, Youth and Sports (MCYS) in cooper-
ation with the Kosovo Institute for Protection of
Monument of Culture (IPMK), the CHwB has offered it's
its database to the IPMK, so they would use it during this
transitional period until the MCYS and IPMK create an
advanced center for heritage data gathering.  
The database was installed in the IPMK system on 22nd
of May 2006. As a part of this assistance, CHwB will also
train designated staff from the IPMK and municipal IPM's
in operating and updating the database, which was crat-
ed in Microsoft Access program, by the CHwB staff. The
handover of the CHwB database to the IPMK came as a
result of a seminar held on 18th of April 2006, in Drenoc,
where the CHwB presented its work on producing a
tourist guide for Dukagjin region and a consequent data-
base for all the information gathered from the local IPMs.

Zone of Prizren", announced on Monday, 29th of May,
that due to the last minute withdrawal of University of
Prishtina from the competition and the fact that most
projects needed to develop a deeper vision on preserva-

tion of cultural heritage and feasibility, it was decided to
the launcha roundtable discussion instead of the planned
presentation.
